Breakwater Creative Arts - Summer 2008
Course Descriptions:

PERIOD ONE CLASSES

Clay 1 
Students will focus on a variety of hand-building techniques such as slabs, coils,
and pinch-pots.  Using these basic hand-building techniques we will explore sculpture
and the vessel. Each project will be bisque and glaze fired.    (AGES 7-10) 

Printmaking
In Printmaking we will learn the process of making multiple images from an inked
plate. We will create collagraph prints on Japanese rice paper, styrofoam etchings,
linoleum prints on fabric and silk-screened T-shirts. (ALL AGES)

Masks
This advanced sculpting class will be a window on new identities. Build a variety of
masks of all shapes, personalities, and sizes. A variety of materials will be used.
(10-14)

Beginning Filmmaking
This course will explore the elements of creating a film, from understanding how to
develop a screenplay to the equipment and technology used in production.  Creating a
film is a high tech form of storytelling.  Students in this course will learn to be writers,
actors, lighting and sound people, graphic designers, producers, and finally critics.  They
will learn all the fundamentals of filmmaking: Development, Pre-production, Production
and Post-production.  The final product will be something the students will be
Able to take home with them on DVD to share with family and friends. (8-10 )

Showtunes
Come and belt out your favorite Broadway show tunes! In this class we will learn lyrics
to popular musical theatre numbers, then add dance steps to our songs. We will perform
during noontime shows and of course on Festival Day!
(ALL AGES)

PERIOD TWO CLASSES
Clay 2 
 This clay class is designed for older students. We will be using the potter’s wheel as well
as having on going hand building projects.  The time we have at BCA should enable us to
spend more time on our projects and work on refining our use of clay and glazing. 
(AGES 11-14) 

Fashion Design
In Fashion Design, we will learn about the way clothing is put together, and talk about
Fashion as Art. We will make clothing items out of non-traditional materials and turn old
clothing into something new and exciting. (All ages)

 Sculpture I
In this sculpture class we will create Plaster of Paris animal puppets and larger than life
animal masks. Using feathers, paints, beads, tape, glue, plaster and paper mache...this
class promises to be messy and fun. (7-9)

 Cartooning
This course will explore the fundamentals of cartoon production.  Students will explore
the creation of expression, proportion, as well as layout and design. With this class also
comes a chance to put artwork and comic strips into the BCA newspaper Students will
expand on prior knowledge in addition to gaining a new understanding of “the cartoon as
fine art”.  We will also look at the work of graphic novels and “Zines”.
All ages
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Filmmaking 2 (2 periods)
This course will explore the elements of creating a film, from understanding how to
develop a screenplay to the equipment and technology used in production.  Creating a
film is a high tech form of storytelling.  Students in this course will learn to be writers,
actors, lighting and sound people, graphic designers, producers, and finally critics.  They
will learn all the fundamentals of filmmaking: Development, Pre-production,
Production and Post-production.  Once creating a shorter film for knowledge of
equipment and process, students will then explore the many forms of film including
documentary, some animation, and perhaps even musical.  This course will evolve
through those specific needs and interests of the students involved.  The final product(s)
will be something the students will be able to take home with them on DVD to share with
family and friends. (11-14)

Incorporating elements of jazz
and blues, the course begins with the interests and skills of the players in the class.
Moving from there, we will introduce ideas of improvising on chord progressions and
developing personal style.
You must have with some experience playing an instrument. It is also recommended that

Street funk 2
In this high-energy dance class you will learn some “funky” new moves. Every class will
include a warm up, stretching, lots of movement, and the learning of dance combinations
that will build into performances for noontime show and Festival Day!

PERIOD THREE CLASSES

Mosaics 
This year we will work in the circle making a mosaic mandala.  We will first learn what a
mandala is then each student will make and glaze their tiles to design and their own
unique mandala.
