Tiki Fuhro (BCA Program Director) teaches drama at Waynflete’s Middle 
School, and spent five summers doing zany drama classes with all ages at 
Waynflete Summer Arts . She co-founded “LIFE LINES  Community Arts 
Program” in Brooklyn, New York where she taught drama, directed many 
plays, and supervised a teen drama troupe for ten years.

Denise Calkins (Music Director, co-composer) is piano teacher 
extaordinaire and an amazing accompanist. You may have seen her 
at the keyboards in any number of local musical theatre productions!

Hans Indigo Spencer (co-composer)
Called a “master composer” by the Boston Globe for his jazz orchestra’s 
debut jazz CD, “First Storybook”, Hans Indigo Spencer’s career stretches 
over twenty years of supporting stories for theater directors, filmmakers, 
animators, and choreographers.  His music was recently featured in Portland 
Stage’s production of “Iron Kisses”, and his command of style runs the 
gamut from modern jazz (for Boston’s Jazz Composers Alliance Orchestra) 
all the way to classical concert music, heard at the Smithsonian Institution. 
Hans was educated in classical composition at Oberlin Conservatory and 
earned a Master's Degree in Jazz Studies from the New England 
Conservatory. 
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
